HEALTH & WELFARE GUIDELINES 

A Health and Welfare Coordinator will be identified to assist members and their families in an appropriate manner suited to the situation and the member’s own personality and needs.  
The Health and Welfare Coordinator will be a member of the Membership Committee.
The Secretary of the club will email a list of club members who have missed meetings to the Membership Chair, who will then email the member to let them know that they were missed and to inform them of their options for making up the missed meeting.  Members who have missed three consecutive meetings will be called by the Club Secretary to determine if there is a problem.
If it is discovered that the fellow Rotarian or their family has an illness, recent or up-coming surgery, family emergencies or other problems, the Secretary will notify the Membership Committee Chair and the Health and Welfare Coordinator.   The Health and Welfare Coordinator will then visit with or phone the Rotarian for further determination of any need.  Email should not be used for communication on personal issues. The Coordinator will recruit help from the membership to meet needs identified and approved.
The general membership is encouraged to notify the Membership Chair of any such problems to ensure continuity and follow-up in our response to emergencies or illnesses, or other long term issues.

The Health and Welfare Coordinator will be responsible for keeping the membership informed of progress and further need.
